How do we Look?
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In this activity we will see just how different we are from one another.

You are going to work with the person at your table to determine which of the following genetic traits you possess.  Circle the bolded word of the characteristic that suits you.

1. Is your earlobe attached or free?  If your earlobe is attached the bottom part will be directly connected to the skin, if it is free it will be more ‘flap-like’.

2.  Do you have hair on your fingers?  (Yes or No)  Look between your fingernail and your center knuckle.  If you have ANY dark hair in this region on ANY finger you have this trait.

3.  Do you have a Widow’s Peak?  (Yes or No)  Look at the center of your hairline above your forehead.  If your hairline goes straight across you do NOT have a widow’s peak.  If it comes to a point, you do.

4.  Curly Hair or Straight Hair?  How is your hair WITHOUT using any hair products.

5. Do you have a Cleft Chin?  (Yes or No) If your chin has a little dent in it (like John Travolta) you have a Cleft Chin.

6. Do you have smile dimples?  (Yes or No)  If small indentations appear in your cheeks when you smile you have dimples.

7. Can you taste PTC?  (Yes or No)  Make sure your hands are clean and touch the PTC paper (paper coated with phenylthiocarbamide) to your tongue.  You will know if you can taste it.
