Purpose: To have you practice writing out the steps to an experiment. Remember you want to write it out so that anyone could duplicate your steps (or experiment), without stopping to call you with any questions. 

Feedback: You may be asked to read your assignment to the class. While reading, the class may ask you about what or how you did something. Their goal is to find “holes” or missing details in your writing that may not allow them to recreate you hour exactly as you lived it. 
Good Example: (keep in mind this is just a sampling)

7:50- Got out Rose Art brand colored pencils from book bag. Used right hand and placed on top of kitchen table.
